members who were able to provide information on conditions affecting African American medical practice in Alabama
between the 1930s and 1970s Portions of these oral histories include doctors recollections of childhood family life and early
education and their evolving interest in the sciences which occurred despite the weakness of libraries and laboratories in
Black schools Also included are the doctors memories of medical training and the problems they encountered once in
practice from the wholesale poverty of their patients to the parallel worlds in which Black and white practitioners pursued
their calling as well as their accounts of the years spent trying to gain admission to Alabama s county medical societies
