crops for that the Mexicans looked to the male gods of maize and of rain Nor were the rituals of these goddesses nurturing or
peaceful The goddess Cihuacoatl who nurtured the creator god Quetzalcoatl and helped him create humanity was
worshipped with human sacrifices who were pushed into a fire removed while still alive and their hearts were cut out And
