and testamentary records of Reading one of the more populous monastic towns of the period this book presents a view of
town abbey relations as largely non violent thus problematising the more traditional characterisation and interrogating its
universality Uncovering a remarkably swift transition from monastic lordship to self government it illuminates how urban



society functioned under two very different regimes both before and after the dissolution of the monasteries By combining
