Patanjali and ones used in fiction Descriptivist theories require that each name be associated with some body of information
These theories fly in the face of the fact names are useful precisely because there is often no overlap of information among
speakers and hearers The alternative position for which the book argues is firmly non descriptivist though it also does not
require a referent A much broader view can be taken of which expressions are referring expressions not just names and
pronouns used demonstratively but also some complex expressions and some anaphoric uses of pronouns Sainsbury s
