was associated with the impolite lower orders In late eighteenth century Paris however these age old conventions changed
reflecting broader transformations in the way people expressed their feelings This allowed the emergence of the modern
smile par excellence the open mouthed smile which while highlighting physical beauty and expressing individual identity
revealed white teeth It was a transformation linked to changing patterns of politeness new ideals of sensibility shifts in styles
