American investment illustrate ways that anti Americanization was played out Kuisel also raises issues that extend beyond
France including the economic social and cultural effects of the Americanized consumer society that have become a global
phenomenon Kuisel s lively account reaches across French society to include politicians businessmen trade unionists Parisian
intelligentsia and ordinary citizens The result reveals much about the French and about Americans As Euro Disney welcomes
travellers to its Parisian fantasyland and with French recently declared the official language of France to defend it from the

works rather than feminism situating it as a successful forerunner of the revitalization of the publishing industry from below
