s conclusions suggest a darker future for the West in particular and America in general However McGilchrist suggests that
the conclusion of McCarthy s Border Trilogy upon which her arguments regarding McCarthy are largely based offers a gleam

Soviet Union in the race to the moon women had to deal with gender based barriers which were integral to the structures of
the space community just as they were an intrinsic component of all societal structures in the United States in the 1960s The
female space workers who were often perceived as disrupters of the prevalent social order in the space community and
discriminated by some of their male colleagues and bosses on a personal basis still managed to assert themselves They
molded pockets of agency in the space community workspaces without the facilitation of regulations on the part of NASA that
might have provided them with easier access or more agency Thus the space community a place of technological innovation
was not necessarily also a place of social innovation but a community with a government agency at its center that mainly
mirrored the current changing social order conventions and policies in the 1960s as well as in the 1970s and 1980s
Nevertheless the women presented in this book were instrumental in advancing and consolidating the social transformation
that happened within the space community and the United States and therefore make intriguing subjects of research Thus
this systematic analysis of the connection between gender space and the Cold War adds a new dimension to space history as
well as expands the discourse in American history about gender relations and the opportunities of women in the twentieth

never simple however The backcountry s economic potential was undeniable as was the possibility for colonization but elites
feared the threat of Native American nations and the western border was consistently a source of unrest For many English



colonists the inland wilderness was terrifying and Philyaw argues that attitudes toward the different peoples of the frontier
Native Americans French Catholic villagers and German and Ulster Scot immigrants shed light on the cultural and ethnic
assumptions of the architects of the American republic By the early nineteenth century the optimism of the Revolutionary
generation had faded New western states competed with Virginia for markets settlers and investments and wealthy planters
began abandoning the Old Dominion taking their portable slave wealth with them As the War of Independence came to an
end an independent Virginia actually began losing territory the war weary and impoverished state could no longer control the
western lands its leadership had worked so tirelessly to acquire Leaders now turned to the new national government to
accomplish their aims of creating a series of western states that would share Virginia s interests They failed and in the
antebellum era Virginia s elite more often allied with states to the south rather than those that were once part of the Old
Dominion From the earliest settlement of the area Virginians wrestled with both the political and cultural meaning of Virginia
By examining the changing attitudes toward the early West Virginia s Western Visions offers a fascinating glimpse into the
