military unit in the American Revolution The soldiers were free men the sons of French fathers mostly sugar plantation
owners and slave mothers in France s most prosperous overseas colony In the fall of 1779 this force joined the attack on the
British at Savannah in a series of frontal results The French and Americans were repulsed at great cost in lives but the free
Black Haitians stood their ground and in a moment of high courage that has never received its due stymied a British
counterattack that salvaged the day for the Americans and French A rock at Savannah on behalf of the American Revolution
many of the Haitian survivors of the battle went on to serve the cause of liberty in the Haitian Revolution and help found the
