privatization advocates Business people may be too wedded to a stunted view of educators to forge a productive partnership
for change Unionized teachers bridle at the second class status accorded them by managers If reform is to reach deeply into
classrooms Shipps concludes it might well require a new coalition of teachers unions and parents to create a fresh agenda
that supersedes corporate interests This study clearly shows that in Chicago as elsewhere urban schooling is intertwined
