Rocks & Shoals James E. Valle,1980 Antisemitism in America Leonard Dinnerstein,1995-11-02 Is antisemitism on the
rise in America Did the hymietown comment by Jesse Jackson and the Crown Heights riot signal a resurgence of antisemitism
among blacks The surprising answer to both questions according to Leonard Dinnerstein is no Jews have never been more at
home in America But what we are seeing today he writes are the well publicized results of a long tradition of prejudice
suspicion and hatred against Jews the direct product of the Christian teachings underlying so much of America s national
heritage In Antisemitism in America Leonard Dinnerstein provides a landmark work the first comprehensive history of
prejudice against Jews in the United States from colonial times to the present His richly documented book traces American
antisemitism from its roots in the dawn of the Christian era and arrival of the first European settlers to its peak during World
War II and its present day permutations with separate chapters on antisemititsm in the South and among African Americans
showing that prejudice among both whites and blacks flowed from the same stream of Southern evangelical Christianity He
shows for example that non Christians were excluded from voting in Rhode Island until 1842 North Carolina until 1868 and
in New Hampshire until 1877 and demonstrates how the Civil War brought a new wave of antisemitism as both sides
assumed that Jews supported with the enemy We see how the decades that followed marked the emergence of a full fledged
antisemitic society as Christian Americans excluded Jews from their social circles and how antisemetic fervor climbed higher
after the turn of the century accelerated by eugenicists fear of Bolshevism the publications of Henry Ford and the Depression
Dinnerstein goes on to explain that just before our entry into World War II antisemitism reached a climax as Father Coughlin
attacked Jews over the airwaves with the support of much of the Catholic clergy and Charles Lindbergh delivered an openly
antisemitic speech to an isolationist meeting After the war Dinnerstein tells us with fresh economic opportunities and
increased activities by civil rights advocates antisemititsm went into sharp decline though it frequently appeared in
shockingly high places including statements by Nixon and his Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff It must also be
emphasized Dinnerstein writes that in no Christian country has antisemitism been weaker than it has been in the United
States with its traditions of tolerance diversity and a secular national government This book however reveals in disturbing
detail the resilience and vehemence of this ugly prejudice Penetrating authoritative and frequently alarming this is the
definitive account of a plague that refuses to go away The Bloody Flag Niklas Frykman,2020-09-01 Mutiny tore like
wildfire through the wooden warships of the age of revolution While commoners across Europe laid siege to the nobility and
enslaved workers put the torch to plantation islands out on the oceans naval seamen by the tens of thousands turned their
guns on the quarterdeck and overthrew the absolute rule of captains By the early 1800s anywhere between one third and one
half of all naval seamen serving in the North Atlantic had participated in at least one mutiny many of them in several and

smaller more manageable components closing open constraints and balancing competing value premises The author finds
that decision makers are unlikely to generate many alternatives since searching for existing solutions elsewhere or inventing
new ones is an expensive difficult enterprise Choice is usually a matter of accepting rejecting or modifying a single solution
Because time constraints force decisions before problems are well structured errors are frequently made problem
components are at best only partially addressed and the chosen solution may not solve the problem at all and even if it does
is likely to generate unanticipated side effects that worsen other problem components In its definitive treatment of a critical
but hitherto entirely unresearched dimension of the administration of the U S Navy the book provides full details over time
concerning the elaboration of officer grades and titles creation of promotion by selection sea duty requirements graded
retirement staff line conflicts the establishment of the Reserve and such unusual subjects as tombstone promotions In the
process it transcends the specifics of the personnel system to give a broad picture of the Navy s history over the first century

such as his son Lieut James Lockwood who died of starvation during the Greely polar expedition after having reached the
furthest point north of any human brother Navy Surgeon John Lockwood whose essays in conjunction with Melville s White
Jacket were major factors in outlawing punitive flogging in the Navy and son in law Adam Charles Sigsbee who was in
command of the USS Maine when it blew up in Havana Harbor Several pivotal events in Lockwood s life have unjustly led to
his historical neglect Here Matthews finally gives Lockwood his due Tumult And Silence At Second Creek Winthrop
D. Jordan,1996-01-01 In the war fevered spring and summer of 1861 a group of slaves in Adams County Mississippi conspired
to gain their freedom by overthrowing and murdering their white masters The conspiracy was discovered the plotters were
arrested and tried and at least forty slaves in and around Natchez were hanged By November the affair was over and the
planters of the district united to conceal the event behind a veil of silence In 1971 Winthrop D Jordan came upon the central
document previously unanalyzed by modern scholars upon which this extraordinary book is based a record of the testimony
of some of the accused slaves as they were interrogated by a committee of planters determined to ferret out what was going
on This discovery led him on a twenty year search for additional information about the aborted rebellion Because no official
report or even newspaper account of the plot existed the search for evidence became a feat of historical detection Jordan
gathered information from every possible source the private letters and diaries of members of the families involved in
suppressing the conspiracy and of people who recorded the rumors that swept the Natchez area in the unsettled months
following the beginning of the war letters from Confederate soldiers concerned about the events back home the journal of a
Union officer who heard of the plot records of the postwar Southern Claims Commission census documents plantation papers
even gravestones What has emerged from this odyssey of research is a brilliantly written re creation of one of the last slave
conspiracies in the United States It is also a revealing portrait of the Natchez region at the very beginning of the CivilWar



when Adams County was one of the wealthiest communities in the nation and a few powerful families interconnected by
marriage and business controlled not only a large black population but the poorer whites as well In piecing together the
fragments of extant information about the conspiracy Jordan has produced a vivid picture of the plantation slave community
in southwestern Mississippi in 1861 its composition and distribution the degree of mobility permitted slaves the ways
information was passed around slave quarters and from plantation to plantation the possibilities for communication with
town slaves free blacks and white abolitionists Jordan also explores the treatment of blacks by their owners the kinds of
resentments the slaves harbored the sacrifices they were willing to make to protect or avenge abused family members and

men had no legal basis And worse that perhaps a mutiny had never really occurred and that the ship might instead have been
seized by a creeping hysteria that ended in the sacrifice of three innocents Months of accusations and counteraccusations
were followed by a highly public court martial which put Mackenzie on trial for his life and a storm of anti Navy sentiment
drew the attention of the leading writers of the day Washington Irving thought Mackenzie a hero James Fenimore Cooper
damned him with a ferocity that still stings But some good did come out of it public disgust with Mackenzie s training cruise
gave birth to Annapolis the place that within a century would produce the greatest navy the world had ever known Vividly
told and filled with tense action based on court martial transcripts Snow s masterly account of this all but forgotten episode
