farmers before moving to a home recently built specifically for them by Hawthorne s uncles Richard and Robert Manning in
Raymond Maine near Sebago Lake Years later Hawthorne looked back at his time in Maine fondly Those were delightful days
for that part of the country was wild then with only scattered clearings and nine tenths of it primeval woods In 1819 he was
sent back to Salem for school and soon complained of homesickness and being too far from his mother and sisters He
distributed seven issues of The Spectator to his family in August and September 1820 for the sake of having fun The
