congressional investigations of Communism was conducted Anarchist bombs exploded from coast to coast leading to the
political repression of the Red Scare Soviet subversion and espionage in the United States began in 1920 under the cover of
a trade mission Franklin Delano Roosevelt granted the Soviets diplomatic recognition in 1933 which gave them an
opportunity to expand their spy networks by using their embassy and consulates as espionage hubs Simultaneously the
American Communist Party provided a recruitment pool for homegrown spies Martin Dies Jr the first congressman to make
his name as a Red hunter developed solid information on Communist subversion through his Un American Activities
Committee However its hearings were marred by partisan attacks on the New Deal presaging McCarthy The most pervasive
period of Soviet espionage came during World War II when Russia as an ally of the United States received military equipment
financed under the policy of lend lease It was then that highly placed spies operated inside the U S government and in
America s nuclear facilities Thanks to the Venona transcripts of KGB cable traffic we now have a detailed account of wartime
Soviet espionage down to the marital problems of Soviet spies and the KGB s abject efforts to capture deserting Soviet
seamen on American soil During the Truman years Soviet espionage was in disarray following the defections of Elizabeth
Bentley and Igor Gouzenko The American Communist Party was much diminished by a number of measures including its
expulsion from the labor unions the prosecution of its leaders under the Smith Act and the weeding out under Truman s



loyalty program of subversives in government As Morgan persuasively establishes by the time McCarthy exploited the Red
issue in 1950 the battle against Communists had been all but won by the Truman administration In this bold narrative history

gypsy cabarets in glittering nightclubs in cells beneath the Cheka s Lubianka prison the protagonists engaged in a deadly
game of wits for the highest possible stakes not merely life and death but the outcome of a world war and the nature of
Russia s post war regime Confident of success the conspirators set the date for an uprising September 8 1918 but the Cheka
had penetrated their organization and pounced just beforehand The Lockhart Plot was a turning point in world history except
it failed to turn At a time when Russian meddling in British and American politics now sounds warning bells however we may
sense its reverberations and realize that it is still relevant   Red Pepper and Gorgeous George James C.
Clark,2011-10-09 For nearly a century in Florida and throughout the South election to the United States Senate virtually
guaranteed a lifetime position especially if you were a Democrat Certainly no Republican candidate stood a chance in the
general election and it was nearly unthinkable to imagine a serious challenger emerging in the primary Claude Red Pepper
first ran for the U S Senate in 1934 Though unsuccessful despite allegations of voter fraud he won a special election two
years later after both senators from Florida died in office Reelected to full terms in 1938 and 1944 as a vigorous supporter of
the New Deal he had every reason to suspect the seat was his indefinitely or at least until he decided it was time to seek
higher office Pepper saw himself as the national heir to Roosevelt s foreign policy he encouraged cooperation with the Soviet
Union our World War II ally and actively worked to defeat Truman s presidential nomination in 1948 After nearly fourteen
years in office Pepper had earned the enmity of the president alienated most of his colleagues in the senate and aligned



himself with the ultra left wing politics of Henry Wallace Still in the entire history of the state no sitting Florida Senator had
ever been voted out of office However the political world was changing and it was the right leaning Gorgeous George
Smathers not Pepper who recognized and took advantage of this fact Smathers fought a vicious bare knuckled campaign
employing ferocious and divisive attacks against Pepper He helped make iberal anathema to aspiring southern politics and
was the first of a new breed of conservative politicians though not yet Republican to rise to power Eventually the era would
be named for a junior senator from Wisconsin but it was Smathers who first successfully employed the strategies of
McCarthyism to unseat an incumbent He was so successful in fact that before the general election Smathers had to reassure
President Truman and other potential supporters that his loyalties did in fact lie with the Democractic Party His resounding
victory inspired others including Richard Nixon and Barry Goldwater to adopt similar tactics in their senatorial campaigns It
also helped set the stage for the complete reversal of the political power structure that had ruled the South since the end of
Reconstruction Red Pepper and Gorgeous George is a fascinating look at the campaign that changed everything in Florida
and the South It is also a shocking sobering reminder that despite introducing the phrase hanging chad to the national
lexicon the 2000 presidential election was merely the second most important national election to take place in the state
