On Our Own Ground William Apess,1992 This book brings together all of the known writings of William Apess a Native
American of mixed Pequot and white parentage who fought for the United States in the War of 1812 became a Methodist
minister in 1829 and championed the rights of the Mashpee tribe on Cape Cod in the 1830s Apess s A Son of the Forest
originally published in 1829 was the first extended autobiography by an American Indian Readable and engaging it is not
