by Jacopo Peri during the time of the Medici and then Monteverdi in the musical setting of Orfeo Finally Elissa Auerbach s
Taking Mary s Pulse Cartesianism and Modernity in Rembrandt s Death of the Virgin is a brilliant commentary on the Dutch
painter s rendering of an ancient theme the dormition of the Virgin but at the center of the painting is the figure of a
physician taking the pulse of her limp hand The intrusion of this scientific element in the ancient iconography of the event of
Mary s death is the unmistakeable sign of the wave of modernity that swept over the Netherlands with the popularity of
